11. FINISHING LINE - The finishing line shall be between the Race
Committee finish line shore station on the Bayview Yacht Club balcony
and the Belle Isle North Channel Buoy (R “2” Fl R 2.5sec).
The Race Committee requests that Mackinac Race boats and others that
have reflective sail numbers display them on the starboard lifelines where
they will not be obstructed by overlapping headsails. Sails and reflective
numbers should be kept up well after finishing to insure proper
identification.

12. BOATS RETIRING - Boats retiring from the race shall inform the
Race Committee as soon as possible on VHF Channel 72 or by telephoning
the Race Committee at (313)822-9595.

13. TRASH  - Boats shall not discharge trash overboard.

14. RADIO MONITORING - Boats shall monitor VHF Channel 72 from
the warning signal for the first class until after they have retired or finished.

15. VISUAL SIGNALS - Any flag referred to in these Sailing Instructions
may be replaced by a cylindrical shape that resembles the flag it replaces.

16. PROTESTS - Protests will be heard at Bayview Yacht Club beginning
at 7:30 pm on the Monday after the race.

17. AWARDS - Awards will be presented as follows at the Long Distance
Race / North Channel Race Awards Ceremony at Bayview Yacht Club on
Saturday, October 15, 2005, beginning at approximately 9:00 pm.

Skippers and crew are welcome to enjoy dinner at Bayview Yacht Club
prior to the Awards Ceremony.

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a fog horn and adequate ground tackle for the
waters in which the race will be sailed, in
additional to all equipment required by the
USCG.

5. RUNNING LIGHTS - Running lights shall be
displayed as required by applicable government
regulations.

6. IDENTIFICATION - Boats shall carry proper
sail numbers on mainsails, spinnakers and any
sails that attach to the headstay and have a luff
perpendicular exceeding 130% of the base of
the foretriangle. Class flags prescribed by Sailing
Instruction 10 (not smaller than size “0”) shall
be displayed from the aftermost backstay at least
six feet above the deck. Boats in the Crescent,
Cal 25 and Express 27 classes are not required
to display class identification flags.

7. STARTING LINE -T he starting area shall be
approximately 200° true, 200 yards from the flag
pole at Bayview Yacht Club. The starting line
shall be between the staff displaying an orange
flag or shape on a Race Committee boat at the
starboard end of the line and the water’s edge
of an inflated orange pyramid buoy at the port
end. If weather conditions prohibit the start
in this area a LIMA flag will be displayed on
the Race Committee boat.

8. LIMIT MARKS - One or more limit marks
(buoy with red and green horizontal bands) may

be set near the Race Committee boat at the
starting line. If a boat touches a limit mark or the
Race Committee boat, or passes between any of
them, she shall have touched a starting mark.

9. COURSE - If the Race Committee boat at the
starting line is displaying a GREEN FLAG OR
SHAPE, the course shall be from the starting line
leaving both Peche Island Range lights to
starboard to buoy G1”PH” (Point Huron outer
buoy (42° 33. 2’ N - 082° 44.8’ W)) which shall
be left to starboard. Thence to G27 (42° 29.8’N -
082° 43.0’ W) which shall be left to port. Thence
to the Thames River entrance channel outer buoy
(RW “T” Mo(A)) (42° 20.7’N - 082° 28.6’W).
Thence to the finishing line, leaving both Peche
Island range lights to port. If the Race Committee
boat at the starting line is displaying a RED FLAG
OR SHAPE, the course shall be from the starting
line, leaving both Peche Island range lights to
starboard to the Thames River entrance channel
outer buoy (RW “T” Mo(A)) (42° 20.7’N - 082°
28.6’W) which shall be left to port. Thence to
G27 (42° 29.8’N - 082° 43.0’ W) which shall be
left to starboard. Thence to G1”PH” (Point Huron
outer buoy (42° 33. 2’ N - 082° 44.8’ W)) which
shall be left to port. Thence to the finishing line
leaving both Peche Island Range lights to port.
Boats should give both Peche Island range
lights ample room because of unmarked
underwater obstructions.

1. ENTRY - This regatta is open to sailboats
owned by clubs, or members of clubs, holding
current membership in the Detroit Regional
Yacht-Racing Association (DRYA) and to others
on invitation of the Bayview Yacht Club Race
Chairman. PHRF handicaps shall be those
assigned as of the date of the regatta by the
DRYA, 23219 Marter Road, Suite 214, St. Clair
Shores, MI 48080 (telephone 586-778-1000,  e-
mail thedrya@aol.com).

2. RULES - This Regatta shall be governed by
the “rules” as defined in the Racing Rules of
Sailing for 2005 - 2006, except as changed  by
these Sailing Instructions.

3. AGREEMENT TO ASSUME RISK - In
consideration of being permitted to enter this
regatta and being fully knowledgeable of the
risks of sailing as a competitive sport, all
competitors, crew members and guests aboard
voluntarily assume all risks associated with
participating in this regatta. The skipper must
assure that all equipment required by the United
States Coast Guard (USCG) or by Sailing
Instruction 4 is aboard and properly maintained
and stowed and that the crew knows where it is
kept and how it is used.

4. EQUIPMENT - Boats must be equipped with
a horseshoe, ring buoy or lifesling, with water
light attached, emergency signals, a bilge  pump,

10. STARTING TIMES - Races will be started using RRS 26 (5 minute sequence) and the class flags designated in this Sailing Instruction 10.

The warning signal for the first class will be made at 10:30 am.
